Giving the gift of LOVEé 

The numbers can seem overwhelming.  In our land of 

plenty, more than 36 million Americans are living in 

poverty.  More than half of Americaõs poor are 

employed, but do not earn enough to provide adequate 

food, clothing, and shelter for their families.  Many more

ð elderly, disabled, and sick-are simply unable to work. 

Consider the many stories of hardship that these 

numbers represent: 

§ The percentage of Americans who are considered 

severely poor has reached a 32-year high.  The 

severely poor are individuals living on $5,250 a year 

or less.  For a family of three (2 adults and a child), 

the level of income is $6,922 or less; for a family of 

four, $10,222 or less. 

§ Even more sobering is the fact that the number of 

severely poor is growing rapidly.  Today 43 percent 

of persons in poverty are severely poor by national 

standards.  

§ The poverty rate for children is higher than for any 

other age group, with nearly 18 percent of all 

children (1 in 6) in our country living in poverty. 

§ Over 35 million Americans experience food 

insecurity each year, which means they do not have 

enough food due to lack of financial resources.  In 

young children, even mild undernourishment can 

impact the development of their brain, behavior, 

and ability to learn.  

But it doesnõt have to be this way.  Love INC is bringing 

Christian churches together, across denominational lines, 

to minister to the poor and needy in our area.  Helping 

people move out of poverty is not only about providing 

food or clothing, but restoring a spirit, developing a 

healthy body and renewing a mind.  Love INC aims to 

surround people in need with all that they need so that 

transformation can take place.  Only the love of Jesus 

Christ can transform a life.  All of this is provide through 

relationships with caring Christians in His name.
